Prophesy provides a strong
and new mode of action for generational
management of Couch Mite (Aceria
cynodoniensis) in all turfgrass management
situations including but not limited to golf
greens, tees and fairways, bowling greens,
sports fields and racetracks.

Prophesy is also registered for the control of
Twospotted Mite (Tetranychus urticae) in
ornamental plant situations.

How Prophesy Miticide works

Clofentezine is a specific acaricide with
contact action, and long residual activity.
It acts primarily by interfering with cell
growth and differentiation during the final
stages of embryonic (ovicide), and early
larval development.

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Couch Mite

Key Information on Couch Mite
Scientific Name: Aceria cynodoniensis
e These are tiny mites about 0.2 mm in length

e They are translucent and hard to see even under a microscope, though a dark
background helps

e They have 2 pairs of legs, where other mites have four pairs of legs

e They normally cause "Witches' Broom" rosetting at the runner nodes.

Visible Symptoms of Mite Damage

e Distortion of terminal growing points is generally a clear sign of mite damage, but can also
be confused with herbicide damage

e As an infestation increases over time, the terminal shoots may turn black and die completely
e Runners become short and distorted

e Root development is impeded and runners "porpoise" without rooting down

e Turf which typically runs and knits becomes open and clumpy with shortened runners

e Affected turfis more easily moisture stressed

e Turf which fails to knit produces a high percentage of broken rolls (often greater than 30%)
in turf production

e On sports surfaces the surface quality declines.
