Mode of Action (Mites)

Following application, Thumper penetrates leaf tissue where its translaminar activity provides extended residual
control of mites feeding on both the upper and lower leaf surfaces.

After application Thumper quickly moves into leaves where it remains for several weeks and is faken up by
sucking mites.

Foliage feeding mites ingest Thumper, this affects their nervous system.

Shortly after exposure, the pest stops feeding, becomes irreversibly paralysed and there is no further damage to
the plants. Death occurs within a maximum of 7 days.

Mode of Actfion (Nematodes)

The nematode control is of ‘soil active free-living nematodes’, with the nematodes
absorbing (by contact) Thumper placed in the soil profile.

Thumper acts as an anthelminthic compound. Thumper has no systemic activity through plant roots (does not
franslocate through the roofts).
